Timeframe:  2010-2011 school year. Volunteers decide the length of time per visit. Classes are ½ days Monday – Thursday, 8:30 a.m. – 11:45, and 
12:45– 4:00 p.m.
Volunteering once a month or more counts as being a ‘regular’ volunteer and requires a physical and TB test. The agency will help arrange them.  The volunteer is responsible for payment. 
Time Commitment:
Negotiable, we’ll happily work with you.
Support Provided:
Teachers and Teachers Aides will always be with the volunteer. Volunteers are never left alone with the children.

It requires that we match our federal grant with $1 in community support for every $4 that they give to us. That means we have to raise about $1.6 million dollars locally. 
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
